Digging In
God’s grace: God’s unmerited favor; his goodness toward those who don’t deserve it.
1. God’s graciousness is a prominent theme throughout the Bible.  How is God’s grace revealed in his appearance to Moses in Exodus 34:4-7a?

2. These same ideas are reflected in a number of the psalms.  What can we learn about God in Ps 86:15; 111:4; and 145:8.
3. Read John 1:14-18.  How is grace associated with the coming of Jesus as the living Word of God?
4. Read Ephesians 2:1-5.  Why do we need grace?
5. Read Eph 2:6-10.  On what basis can we be saved?
6. How is this same idea seen in Eph 1:3-8 (esp vv. 6-7)?

8. How do good works fit in the life of a Christian?  (cf. Eph 2:10; Titus 2:11-14)

9. Read Romans 5:1-2.  What does it mean to stand in grace?

· Read Colossians 4:6.  What does it mean for our conversation to be full of grace?  Does this sound like you?
· Read 2 Peter 3:18.  How can we grow in grace?
