Digging In
1. Read Genesis 2:8-9,15-17.  How would you describe God’s provision for Adam and Eve?

2. Read Gen. 3:1-5.  What can we learn from these verses about the tactics of the Tempter?
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Read Eph 3:14-21.  What do you think it means for Christ to dwell in our hearts through faith?  

4. Do you honestly feel like Christ is at home in your life?  Why or why not?  

5. What can keep Christ from really being at home in our lives?

6. Why did Paul pray that the Ephesians would truly grasp and experience the love of Christ?

7. What has helped you to grasp how much Christ loves you?

8. Why is knowing and living in Christ’s love so important if we are going to have joyful fruitful Christian lives?

9. Consider the last part of v. 19.  What does it mean to be “filled to the measure of all the fullness of God”?

10. What assurance does Paul give us in vss. 20-21 that he is able to answer the prayer in vss. 14-19?

Getting Personal

· Describe a time when you felt particularly close to God – when you personally experienced what Paul is talking about in vss. 18-19.  

· Paul’s prayer speaks of a closeness to God that sounds so wonderful, but often seems out of reach.  What steps can we take so that the truths of vss. 18-19 can become a reality in our lives?
